Dear Beattie Parents:

The Beattie School staff celebrated many
successes this week during our professional
learning community meetings. Each grade level
functions as a professional learning community
that establishes goals, interventions, and

strategies designed to optimize student learning.

SMART Goals are established at every grade
level specific to the academic needs of the
students at that grade level. Parents, para-
educators, peers, and other school personnel
collaboratively work on helping students reach
these goals. The following is a summary of the
successes achieved during the first semester of
this school year:

The kindergarten team is celebrating the fact
that ALL of their students recognize all of the
letters, both lower and upper case, of the
alphabet! Fifth grade peers and support from
parents and school volunteers have been huge
supports in helping the students achieve this
goal!

First grade teachers have developed strategies
and interventions that have impacted student
learning resulting in 91% of first graders
mastering addition and subtraction facts and
recognizing List Four and Five vocabulary
terms. For students already mastering this goal
the teachers accelerate the pace of math fact
instruction and offer second grade math facts.
For students struggling with this goal the
teachers have enlisted the support of parent
volunteers, parent support at home and the
helpful efforts of fifth grade tutors.

Second grade students have benefited from daily
progress checks, re-teaching and support from
parents and para-educators in meeting their goal
of having their students master addition,
subtraction, and mixed math facts. At the end of
first semester all students have mastered
addition facts and the majority of their students
have mastered subtraction and mixed facts.

Ninety-two percent of third grade students have
met the goal established for mastering addition
and subtraction facts. After teachers at this grade
level reviewed student assessment data and
developed essential outcomes in the area of
math they arrived at this goal for first semester.
These teachers, along with teachers at other
grade levels, have expressed their appreciation
of the support offered by other staff in helping
their students reach their goals. The third grade
teachers enjoy hearing their students singing
math facts in music class and recognize the
benefits that their students are receiving by
practicing math facts each day at the beginning
of each computer class.

Fourth grade students met their goal of
mastering addition and subtraction facts and
have included multiplication and division fact
mastery for the second semester goal. Fact
family charts have been sent home with families
who are enthusiastically supporting this learning
at home.



More than 94% of fifth grade students have
demonstrated mastery of multiplication facts.
The teachers have worked with students at
setting individualized goals and graphing their
scores to achieve this level of success.

There has been tremendous success with student
progress towards learning goals experienced
during the first semester. Planning for second
semester goals has teachers and students
examining needs and establishing goals that are
challenging. Interventions are developed for
students who need support to reach the goals
and students who may have already achieved
mastery of the goal. As always, thanks to
parents for supporting student learning and
sharing in the glory that comes with successful
accomplishments.

The Beattie Parent Advisory Committee will
meet on Monday, February 4™ at 7:00 p.m. in
the media center. The agenda for this quarter
includes a discussion of the BIST philosophy
that supports student learning and behavior at
our school, the facility (impact of boundary
changes), and a review of the transition process
that occurs as students transition from grade
level to grade level and school to school. Please
feel welcome to attend!

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FROM THE HEALTH OFFICEE

Is your child too sick to come to school?
Recently, this question has come up. It is
difficult to answer, except on a one on one basis,
so here are some basic guidelines to help

determine if you should send your child to
school if they are not feeling the best:

-

If a child has a fever greater than 100,
they need to stay home, and the
LLCHD recommends they are out of
school until they are fever free for 24
hours.
If your child has vomited, you should
wait 24 hours after they have last
vomited to return to school.
If your child has diarrhea, do not send
them if they have had 4 or more
diarrheal stools.
If your child has a severe cough or cold
that is preventing them from
participating in school or if they are
having difficulty controlling their
secretions, keep them home.
If your child wakes up with a pink/red
eye with matter in it, keep them home
and call your physician.
If you have other questions/concerns,
please feel free to contact the health
office at your school or your physician.

LPS Health Services Exclusion
Criteria:

0 Temp of >100.

0 Head lice.
0 Undiagnosed skin rash or
lesion.

0 Inflamed red or draining eyes.

0 Vomiting and/or diarrhea.

0 Frequent, persistent cough

0 Earache or ear drainage

0 Sores that appear infected or
draining

0 Questionable illness or
injuries which may require
evaluation by a physician

As always, help your child maintain good health
by being sure they get an appropriate balance of
activity, rest and sleep, a healthy die, plenty of
water to drink, and encouraging hand washing—
still the easiest way to prevent the spread of

germs.
